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The meaning of Yakut language materials collected by

Carl Heinrich Merck and it’s aistorical lexicography

Abstract: This article deals with the Yakut materials recorded by the
physician and traveller Carl Heinrich Merck (1761 —1799) during the “Secret
astronomical and geographical expedition for the discovery of the North-East of
Siberia and Alaska” (which is known as the “Billings-Sary ev-expedition”) of the
years 1785 — 1794. Beside his travel account some more Yakut terms, mostly
designations for various animals, are given in other zoological notes by C. H.
Merck. In this paper the author discusses three terms from such notes (dirunchai,
torechen and nenrod) .
