Abstract: This is an ethnographic work in the form of travel notes, which
records the two-month field experience of the author E. J. Lindger in 1929 among
the Shilu Tungus people in northwestern Manchuria — the right bank of the
Ergun River. In this work, the author not only recorded the general ethnographic
characteristics of the Lu Tungus, but also focused on the relationship between
this group and the local Cossacks, as well as on the cultural changes that occurred
under the influence of those contacts.
